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The Fuzzy Farm Sales Contract
Richard & Gayle Dumas dba/ “The Fuzzy Farm” located at 3321 Rich Lane, Saluda, VA 23149 (804)-695-9607 forthwith known as “SELLER” does hereby agree to sell the following llama(s) named:__________with the corresponding ILR Registration #(s)_______and/or AMLA Registration#(s)_______ to “name, address and phone number of buyer” forthwith known as “BUYER” does hereby agree to buy aforementioned described llama(s) for full consideration of $__________dollars under the following terms and conditions.
All the llamas on our farm are raised humanely and given the best care we can possibly give them.  We try to match the llamas we sell to the best possible home for them, so that the buyer is comfortable and happy with their purchase.

To hold an animal, a non-refundable deposit of 50% of total purchase price shall be paid as a partial payment.  Llamas will not be held until the deposit is received.  Buyer shall pay the balance at or before time of pick-up, either in cash or with a cashier’s check.

Health tests or documentation requested by the buyer or required by the state where the buyer resides shall be paid for by the buyer.

Llamas listed as “bred” will be pregnancy tested at the buyer’s request and expense.  Llamas tested and found to be bred are guaranteed bred only as of the date of the test by the veterinarian.  We assume no responsibility for the viability of the pregnancy beyond the test date.  Abortion, miscarriage, birth defects or problems of the pregnancy are the responsibility of the buyer.  However, if any of the llamas are sold as “bred females” and aborts or loses its cria before full term delivery then at the Buyer’s expense said female may be returned to The Fuzzy Farm for one free breeding to the same male the female was originally bred.  If that male is no longer owned by Seller then Buyer shall have a choice of breeding from any male stud Seller owns.

Seller does not knowingly sell any sick or infirm llamas without disclosure of such.  The buyer may at his/her expense have the llama vet checked before shipment. 

Due to the stress of transportation and adjustment to new living conditions, or differences in feed and water, we take no responsibility for the health of the llama after it is loaded onto the transport vehicle.

Llamas must be picked up by the buyer at the designated time, unless other arrangements are made and documented in writing.  The buyer will be charged a daily boarding fee for the additional days the llama is kept by the seller.  Should the buyer not pick up or make arrangements for the llama by the designated date, the llama will be considered abandoned by the buyer and will go back on the market.

Buyer and/or their carrier are responsible for the health and safety of the llama purchased once it leaves our farm. 
During the time sold llama(s) remain on Seller’s property prior to transportation and/or final change of ownership to Buyer the Buyer is responsible for all liability for these animals.  A Buyer may choose to purchase livestock insurance on the llamas they have purchased.  Seller agrees to practice good and customary husbandry practices while sold llamas are in their possession however Buyer upon placing a deposit and signing this contract does assume full liability for animals purchased.  Should the need arise Seller retains the absolute discretion to engage the services of a veterinarian to care for Buyer’s llama(s) at the Buyer’s expense.  Buyer will be notified by Seller of such a situation if time permits.
Transportation is the sole responsibility of the Buyer however at many times the Seller will be able to transport the animals sold within this contract at a current fair market fee.  The decision as to transportation is solely up to Buyer. 
By sending a deposit a Buyer does both implicitly and expressly agree to all the terms and conditions of this contract.
If a cria is purchased it is strictly the discretion of Seller as to when the cria is safely weaned and can then be transported.

The date for change of ownership shall be:________________
Both BUYER and SELLER do hereby fully understand and agree to all the aforementioned terms and conditions of this document as well as understand this is a legally binding sales contract.  Any unforeseen evaluation or enforcement of this contract shall be under the jurisdiction of the laws and courts of the Commonwealth of Virginia.  With this understanding and agreement, both parties do hereto attach their names.
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
